Ir is propofed, as was intimated before, to enlarge 
chiefly on. that great and happy event, which is the 
principal and more immediate oceafion, of our pub- 
ic rejoicing and thankfgivings at thistime. My dif- 
courfe in the afternoon, will be in a manner confined 
to this event; which will alfqg employ more of our 
time this morning, than any other particular one. 
However, it is humbly conceived, there will be no 
impropriety in taking a little larger compafs, and ex- , 
tending our views, on this occafion, even. beyond A- 
merica. Accordingly, if you pleafe, we will introduce 
this interefting affair, the reduction or furrender of the 
capital city.ot Canada, by taking a tranfient view of 
fome other of our late military fucceffes, which pre- 
ceeded it ; looking back to the principal of thofe, which 
have come to our knowledge fince the time of our 
laft general and public thank{givicg , and connecting 

- thefe‘later. with. former ones, which were taken: notice 
of on that occafion. 

As you may remember, we then faw the war in ge- 
neral going on profperoufly on the .fide of Great- 
Britain and her allies. We then faw the enemy driven, 
with great lofs and laughter, out of his Majefty’s

German dominions. We then alfo faw fome fuccefs- 
ful defcents made on the coafts of France,from whence 
we had been threatned, but juft before, with an inva- 
fion, as at prefent. We then faw feveral of the ene- 
my’s fortreffes, and one of her valuable fettlements, 
on the coaft of Africa, reduced ; and fubjeéted to the 
obedience of his Britannic Majefty. We then faw his 
Majefty’s illuftrious Pruffian Ally, not only ftanding 
his ground againft his numerous enemies, but victori- 
ous in divers inftances , and, in particular, triumphant 
over the formidable Ruffian army. . We then faw, 
here in America, the French fortrefs, ufually. called 
Frontinac, furrended to his Majefty’s arms ; and our 
troops returning from thence laden with the fpoils of 
our enemies, We then faw the enemy driven from 
the river Se. John ; and the adjacent country fecured 
to his Majefty , the whole Peninfula of Nova-Scotia 
having been before reduced, and well garrifoned by 
our troops. Wethen faw the Britifh colours on the 
walls of Louifbourg ; and the iflands of Cape-Breton 
and St. John, in our poffeffion. We then faw the 
trade of the enemy greatly diftr fled ; and her mari- 
time power much leffened; We faw the ports of Great- 
Britain and her colonies, filled with the merchant- 
men of France, and her private fhips of war ; while 
the ports of the enemy were moftly blocked ‘up. 
We then faw the armed veffels of France on lake On- 
tario, burnt; and no inconfiderable part of her royal 
navy, taken, funk, or otherwife deftroyed. In fine, 
we then faw the commerce of the enemy, to appear- 
ance, almott ruined ; her councils difconcerted, and 
her coffers low : the councils of Great-Britain firm 
and fteady ; her trade in a flourifhing condition ; and 
her fleets triumphant on every fea, where the Britifh 
flag made its appearance. .

Ir was judged not amifs juft to hint at thefe former 
fucceffes, with which heaven had favoured the Britith 
arms, before we came to thofe later ones, which fall 
within the period mentioned above ; and which are 
now to be fpoken of. Only it is to be obferved, that 
as this difcourfe is not defigned for an hiftory, much 
lefs for a journal, of fieges, voyages, and campaigns ,

énemy; .uolefs we look far to the weftward. It may 
b arded; that by: this acqiilition, if maintained, even 
tho’ Canada had femained intire in the: poffelfion of 
the enemy, would have been effectosily cat off, all 
Antere of any confequence betweén Canada, De- 
troit, and all the Frenéh forts aid fettlements to the 
fouthward of Lake Erie. So that the enemy: on that 
fide; could have maintainéd their ground ony on the 
_Miffifipi, and fome 6f its remote branches ; where, by 
reafon of the diftance frorh us, and the difficulty of 
the navigation, they could neither givé us much dif 
tarbahte, nor gain much advantage to. themfelves. 
And this acquifition, fo important in’ its nature, it is

From the. laft mentioned fortrefs to the capital 
whither we are bound, the neareft and dire¢teft courfe 
is acrofs Ontario to Frontinac, and fo down the river 
Cataraqui to La Galette, 8c. However, as we have 
not heard of any thing lately done there, to invite us 
that’ way, we will take another route; which tho’ 
longer, will be much more agreeable to us. 

Ler us therefore proceed from Niagara to Lake 
George ; a confiderable diftance, and moftly through a 
wildernefs ; but where we may now travel with fafety, 
tho’ unatmed; there being no enemy here to do us 
any harm. We fee the country all our own, to the 
latter of thefe lakes; At the fouthern part of which, 
a year or two fince, the enemy under general Mont-

However,, thro’ the tavout of Him, 
whom winds and feas obey, our very great fleet of

Ir was another favourable circumftance, that in the

’ Toannor help, neither do.I defire to help, fych 
imaginations ; becaufe they afford me at leaft an inno. 
cent pleafure ; perhaps one that might claim even the 
name of virtuous. For all thofé pleafures that have 
their foundation in benevolence, and are the refult 
thereof, are truly fuch. I cannot forbear fancying, 
that I fee a great and flourifhing kingdom in thefe 
parts of: America, peopled by our pofterity. Me- 
thinks I fee mighty cities riing on every hill, and by 
the fide of every commovtious port ; mighty fleets al- 
ternately failing out and returning, laden with the pro- 
duce of this, and ‘every other country under heaven s 
happy fields and villages wherever I turn my eyes, thru” 
a vaftly extended territory ; there the paftures cloathed 
with flocks, and here the vallies cover’d with corny, 
while the little hills rejoice on every fide! And dol 
not there behold the. favage nations, no longer our 
enemies, bowing the knee to Jefus Chrift, and with 
joy confeffing him to be ‘* Lord, to the glory of God 
the Father! ”? Methinks I fee religion profeffed and 
practifed throughout this fpacious kingdom, ‘in far 
greater purity and perfection, than fince the times of 
the apoftles ; the Lord being ftill as a wall of fire 
round about, and the glory in the midft of her! O 
happy country! happy kingdom! 

I can fcarce forbear fancying, that I hear a venera- 
ble fire talking after this manner to his child, .of things 
that came to pafs in old times, the days of his fore- 
fathers: ** My fon, thefe friends and brethren of our’s, 
** whom you fee of a darker compiexion than our- 
“© felves, were once our heathen enemies, and vexed 
‘© our fathers in the wildernefs ; (for this was once 
*¢ fuch !) At the fame time there was a certain reftlefs, 
‘© ambitious people ‘in our neighbourhood, from a 
<¢ far diftant country, called France iu tho/e days, wis. 
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* with them, atid without ptovocation, endeavoured 
“ to deftroy our fathers out of the land. But Several 
“hundred years ago, whea GEORGE the Il. an 
* excellent King, fat upon the Britifh throne, and a 
“certain wife and good mian, named Pitt; was 
“his minifter, a great General was fent with 2 
* little army, to take the enemy’s chief city. The 
** namé of this brave general was Woxre ; but the 
** name of the enemy’s general is forgotten. All we ' 
* know of the latter is, that ‘fome time before,the army 
‘* under bis commard perfidioufly murder’d a great 
* number of our people, after they had furrender’d 
** acertain fortrefs to him, and he had plighted them

pofterity, would paint out to me, and almoft compel 
me to believe are actually to follow. 

We cah never be thankful enough to God for that

Mortal in thy body, but immortal alt befide! immor- 
tal in thy deeds, immortal in thy memory, immortal 
ia thy fame !—-—I can no longer forbear to mention 
his fall, which I have hitherto forborne with diffi- 
culty, even tho* it fhould cavfe a general gloom, 
and occafion the clofing of this folemnity with lefs 
joy than i¢ began.—Immortal WOLFE ! ‘untimely, 
but glorioufly fallen! Untimely in refpec of thy 
youth ; without an heir to hear of thy great actions, 
to enjoy thy renown, or to inherit thy name! Faller 
far from thy native, beloved country, and every near 
relative ! Untimely for thy country, which needs fuctr 
as thou waft to conduct and infpire her armies, and 
lead them on to victory f But ftill fallen glorioufly for 
thy felf, and for that country which gave birth to fucl 
a commander! Fallen in the fervice of thy king, and 
of that country, fo dear to thee, and for which thow 
wouldft readily have laid down more lives than one f 
Fallen, tho’ in youthful ardor, yet not without the pru- 
dence and wifdom of age! Tho’ without an heir; yet 
fuch as thou waft need not children to bear up, and 
immortalize their name! And thou haft here left at 
leaft one whole grateful country where all, old as 
well as young, will honor thee as a father, and enjoy 
thy fame, as well as the fruit of thy toils! Tho’ far 
from the country. which gave thee birth, yet near one 
which would glory might it be faid, that ** this man 
was born here!” Tho” diftant, from every nearrelative, 
yet near to thofe, whofe childrens children will * rife uP 

a 
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and call thee bleffed !’’ Fallen, tho’ untimely. for-thy. 
country ftill engaged in war,;; yet not cill chou: hadit 
fay’d one country by conquering another! For tho’. 
ethers ufe to couquer only while. they lived, thav waft, 
@ conqueror even in death! Whofe fall, no lefs chan 
whofe prefence while living, infpir’d the troops, with 
4 courage not to be refifted ; and even turn’d what was 
before only fortitude, into fury, tho” not into madnefs !

Wuen [reflect upon thefe circumftances of his fall, 

I am obliged to retraét what I faid before :, He that 
fell fo glorioufly, did not fall untimely, No! He falls 
not untimely, who falls in t! ¢ fervice of his King and 
country with fuch magnanimity, with the; vigor of 
youth and the wifdom of age united; efpecially., if he 

- falls a conqueror. as this brave general did. Whoever 
falls thus in the cifcharge: of his duty ; thus greatly, 
thus victorioufly, and with fuch glorious cireumttances 
attending his fall, being fuppofed to be an upright 
good man, falls not immaturely, but.‘ in a good old 
age.” Whether he had lived: many years or few, is 
little to the point.. Not he that draws and refpires this 
vital air the ofteneft,; not he that fleeps the moft 
nights, or wakes the moft days ; not he that paffes thro’ 
the moft fummers and winters; in fine, not. he that 
fees the moft; funs and feafons rolling over him. in fuc- 
ceffion ; this is not he that lives the longeft, or that 
dies the moft: maturely... There is another, a far juf- 
ter ftandard of age, of:life and death: And he who 
lives the moft ufefully, the moft. to the proper ends 
and purpofes of life, lives, both the moft. honourably, 
and the longeft, and makes the moft: mature, as well 
as glorious exit.—‘*. Honourable age is not that which 
‘¢ ftandeth in length:.of time, or,that is meafured by 
*© number of years: But wifdom is the GREY HAIR 
£* unto men, and an unfpotted life is OLD AGE |” 

My 
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My Brethren, tho’ my heart relented when I be- 
Ban to fpeak of this Britith hero’s fall in the vigor of 
is life ; yet by means of fuch reflections as thefe, which 

are the fuggeftions, not of paffion, that erroneous 
guide, but of reafon, which will not lead us aftray ; 
by means of fuch reflections, I fay, I find my fpirits 
fo far returned, that I could now almoft congratulate 
you on his noble exit, inftead of condoling with you 
on it ! However, not to carry this matter beyond jut 
bounds : Who would not die as this brave commander 
died, to'be both remembred and honored in future 
times, rather than live a while as fome others have 
lived, and then die to be forgotten ; or if not en- 
tirely forgotten, yet remembered only as having in 
their day given the moft flagrant and inglorious proofs, 
that they were not in places adapted to their talents, 
when they were found at the head of armies ! 

Bur ftill you will fay, that not only we, but the 
nation, has fuftained a great lofs in the fall of this ex- 
cellent commander. Fear be it from me to deny this ! 
But bleffed be God, the nation has other wife, brave, 
and magnanimous commanders ; One ®* at leaft, per- 
haps feveral, now in America ; and many more both 
at home and abroad. And he, on whom the com- 
mand devolved at fo critical a juncture, + and under 
whom that great enterprize was brought to fo happy 

~ aconclufion, is doubtlefs another, to whom the like 
character juftly belongs. Nor will Great-Britain ever 

‘be deftitute of fuch commanders, till either her happy 
government is fubverted, and her liberties loft ; or till 
thofe glorious times fhall come, when inftead of 

-$© learning war any more,” all the nations which have 
‘hitherto by their mutual enmity and violence, been 
‘as it were fcourges in the hand of almighty God, to

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punith one another for their fins, fhall at length ** beat 
their {words into plough-fhares, and their {pears into 
pruning-hooks ; ’. being both too wife, and too vir- 

. tuous, thus to,“* hurt and deftroy ”? each other. At 
Jeaft fuch commanders, will never: be wanting io 
Great-Britain, during a reign and adminittration like 
the prefent,wherein fuperior merit is {0 early obferved , 
and fo. glorioufy diftinguithed ! 

Ler us not therefore defpond under this lofs. We 
could not expect, according to the eftablifh’d courfe 
of human affairs, even under the peculiar favour and 
{miles of heaven, to do great things, or obtain great. 
advantages again{t our enemies, without fome circum- 
ftances attending them, which cannot be thought of 
but with regret. It becomes us, therefore, to fubmit 
with patience to what. we could all with otherwife, 
and to be heartily thankful for what is fo agreeable to 
Our defires, fo great in itfelf, and fo imporcant in its | 

. confequences. ‘ For fhall we receive good, at the 
_§* hand of God, and fhall we not receive evil °”” 

Tr {uch reflexions as fome of thofe above, tho’ I can 
hardly fuppofe it, fhould feem to any, not fuitable to 
the prefent feafon,or to a day of general joy and thankf- 
giving, Ihave only this apology to make. . That they 
were in a manner forced upon me by that great and 
happy event itfelf, which is the fpecial occafion of our 
rejoicing. For, to have taken no notice of- the fall of 
that excellent general, by means of whofe almoft uiex- 
ampled bravery and good conduét, this important acqui- 
fitton was made, would have been both ungrateful and 
inhuman. And if it'were mentioned at all, not to have 
{poken of it in a grave and ferious, but light and in- 
different inanner, would have been ftill more ungrate- 
ful and inhuman, with the ‘additional bad circum- 
ftances of being grofly abfurd and unnatural, Be 
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fay impious. For, not only the fall of fuch diftin- 
guifhed perfonages, but death itfelf, is a very grave 
and ferious fubject to be thought or fpoken of’ Do 
any of you doubt it? You will foon be of the fame 
apinion ; For, human life is fhort, and *‘* after death 
the judgment!” 

This further /erious reflexion would not have been 
added to the former, had not the fpeaker chofen to 
fee this affembly diffolve, each one with a grave and 
folemn brow, much rather than with an air and coun- 
tenance of thoughtlefs levity, tho’ the occafion of our’ 
coming together was fo truly joyful. And indeed, 
they muft be wholly ftrangers to virtuous and _reli- 
gious joy, far the nobleft and greateft of any, who 
think fobriety and gravity inconfiftent with it, which 
are in reality effential to it. Let us therefore, when 
we depart from the houfe of God, depart in’ his love 
and fear, with:hearts thoroughly imprefs’d by a fenfe 
of his goodnefs, and the obligations which he hath 
laid us under to keep his commandments. . Doing 
thus, we fhall ftill “* walk inthe light of his coun-. 
tenance,” and ftill praife him while we dwell on earth. 
And when we depart this world, fo full of difcord, 
ftrife and war, and even the moft profperous events 
whereof, have {till fome difagreeable alloy, we fhall 
depart, having our ‘ hope full of immortality ;”* and 
our hearts, of that “© PEACE OF GOD which paf- 
** feth all underftanding.”” AMEN! sas 

The end of the fecond Difcourfe. 
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A PP EN DI X. 
Containing a brief Account of two former Expeditions againtt 

QUEBEC and CANADA, which proved unfuccefsful. 

» oe ANY people amongft us, both in the town and 
' country, who have heard frequent mention of 

former enterprizes againft Quebec and Canada, 
have probably, either thro’ want of books, or 

leifure to confult fuch as are of any confiderable length, 
ho diitin@ knowledge’ of thofe unfortunate expeditions. 
This is afeafon wherein there is of courfe much converfation 
about that city and country; and many who may have a 
curiofity, have not the advantages before-mentioned, to ac- 
quaint themfelves even with the moft material faéts and cir- 
cumftances relating to thofe enterprizes. We are by ‘no 
means to cenfure iuch a curiofity in our countrymen and 
fellow-fubjeQ&s, whofe fituation in life will not admit of theig 
giving much of their time to reading. It is at leaft innocents 
the author of the. foregoing difcourfes thinks, laudable ; and 
fuch an one as ought to be encouraged rather than damped. 
He therefore propofes in fome meafure to gratify it, by this 
appendix. Befides; refleCling on thefe former unfuccefsful 
expeditions, has'a natural tendency to heighten our joy and 
gratitude on account of the laft,which has been fo profperous. 
Such a confraft will probably have a good effect... So that 
this may anfwer-a valuable end, beyond that of merely gra- 
tifying the curiofity of the lefs informed reader. . 

_ WERE the enfuing account to be prolix, it would not be 
adapted to the circumftances of thofe, for whom it is princi- 
pally defigned. It will therefore confift chiefly of a’ narra- 
tion of ta&ts, and fome material circumftances. Thefe will 
be moftly collected from SirH. Walker’s “Fournal, and the .4p- 
pendix thereto ; Campbell’s Lives of the Admirals, and Mather’s 
Life of Sir W. Phips; which I here mention once for - all. 
But when the expreffions of either -of thofe' writers are ufed, 
notice will be given by the ufual fign of a quotation. How- 
ever, this account, tho’ fhort, will contain fome brief hints 
and obfervations refpecting the caufes of our mifcarriages and 
difafters, in: the two former attempts againft Canada. 

BuT it will not be amifs,before we proceed to the account 
propofed, juft to obferve that Quebec was ‘long ago reduced 
by*the*Englifh ; becaufe this will furnifh us with an obferva- 
tion or two, very pertinent by way of introdudtion ; as tend- 
ing to’lay opens beth the motives of the French in giving us 
fuch frequent difturbances from that quarter, and the ~ 
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reafon we have had on our fide, repeatedly to attempt the re- 
dution of that place. 

QuEBEC was reduced 130 years fince, in the reign of K. 
Charles I. viz. A.D. 1629, by admiral Kirk or Kertk, with 
a fleet from Eng/and. But it was foon after delivered up to 
France again in purfuance of a treaty, viz. 1632. And as it 
did not fall directly within the defign of this appendix to 
fpeak at all of this expedition, it is paffed over with a bare 
mention of thefe fa&s ; which are taken notice of chiefly 
with a view to the following obfervations. 

Fa tHERCharlevoix, the noted French Jefuit and hiftorian, 
tells us, that tho’ the French court was much fhocked and 
offended at'the Englifh for taking Quebec; yet, excepting 
reafons whtth touch’d their honor, there were many who 
doubted whether they had fuftained any real lofs thereby 5 
and whether it were expedient to demand the reftitution of 
it. + It feems, according to this hiftorian, that there was a 
great divifion in the court of France upon this point. It was 
warmily debated; and many reafons were affigned by fome, 
why the reftitution of Quebec fhould not be infifted on, 
Thefe reafons, or objections, were particutarly anfwered b 
thofe on the other fide of the queftion,' who finally prevailed. 
By the latter it was,faid,amongft other things,that the climate 
of NewFrance would grow. milder by degrees as the country 
was more and more opened : That this could hardly be doubt- 
ed,fince it was fituated under the fame parallels with the moft 
temperate countries of Europe : That theclimate was healthy, 
the foil fertile ; That with a little labour the inhabitants might 
procure all the conveniences of life: That France might 
every year fend a fmall number of families, fome foldiers, 
with fome young women that could well be fpar’d, for 
breeders, and difpofe of them in Canada, in fuch a manner 
‘that they might extend themfelves in proportion as they multiplied : 
That this would bean excellent nurfery for feamen : That the 
peltry, or furr-trade, would alfo be of confiderable advantage ; 
That for fhip-building, the forefts of Canada would furnifh 
them with an ample fupply, being, as they faid, without 
contradi€ton, the fineft in the univerfe: And laftly, That 
only. the motive of keeping the Englith from making them- 
felves too powerfid in this part of America, by joining both 
fides of the river St. Lawrence to fo many other provinces, 
where they were already well eftablifhed, was more than

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Sufficient to induce them to make a point of recovering Quebecy 
whatever it coft them. * 

Ir is not to be wonder’d at, that thefe reafons prevailed in 
the court of France. It were needlefa to obferve how punc- 
tually the French have regarded them ever fince ;_particular- 
ly in fending over a number of families and fome foldiers every 
year, with fome women, that they might extend themfelves gra~ 
dually as they encreafed ; or, in other words, make encroach-~ 
ments upon us; and, in conjunction with the favages, keep 
us from becoming toe powerful in North America. At the fame 
time, thefe things, and the French acting all along upon thefe 
maxims, without any regard to juftice, humanity or honor, 
equally fhow that our repreated ftruggles and eff ts to re- 
take Quebec, tho’ not by way of treaty, as they Ko and as 
they have taken many other places firft’ and laft, 
of arms, were not without fufficient grounds. hether 
the fame reafons will, or will not, hold equally good fer 
maintaining Quebec to the laft, or at any rate whatever with- 
in the bounds of juftice, belongs not to us to determine. 
There are others who know far better, what can, and what 
is fit to be done, than we can pretend to ; in whofe wifdom, 
integrity and patriotifm, we miay fafely confide, as it iz our 
duty to do, 

I FEAR [I have been too long in this introductory part of 
the appendix: But the beft apology that can be made, is to 
proceed directly to the propofed narrative. 

Tue firft of the two former expeditions againft Quebec 
and Canada, of which fome account was to fe given, was 
in the reign of K. William III. fixty-nine years ago, viz. 
A. D. 1690. No Britith troops were employed therein. 
But the people of New-England, having been continually 
moiefted by the Canadians, and the Indians in their in- 
tcreft; and having been very fuccefsful this fame year 
in reducing Port-Royal, now Annapolis, with all Nova- 
Scotia, refolved on this inore imporiant. and arduous en- 

terprize 

* “ Enfin, que le feul motif d’ empecher les Anglois de fe

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erprize againft Quebec. For it was then, and indeed 
long before, plainly feen, that we were never to expect 
any peace or quiet in thefe northern Britith colonies, while 
Quebec was in the hands of fuch neighbours as the French. 
Sir William Phips, the next Year Governor of the Maf- 
fachufetts-Bay, was a lover of his native country, and 
of an active genius. He was accordingly a zealous pro- 
moter of this expedition, and was put at the head of it, 
as commander in chief. : 

In this expedition there failed from the port of Bofton, 
thirty-two frigates and tranfports, having on board, befides 
feamen, about 2000 New-England troops. The largeft 
fhip, or admiral, carried 44 guns. The feafon was far too 
much advanced before the fleet took its departure from Bof- 
ton, which was not till the gth of Auguft. It did not ar= 
rive before Quebec till the 5th of Oétober. “A tooo Englith 
provincial troops, with 1500 Indians, were to have marched 
about the fame time from Albany, and to have proceeded 
by the way of lake Champlain, in order to attack Montreal, 
or at leaft to divide the French forces, and make a diverfion 
that way, in favour of the fleet and army up the river St. 
Lawrence; and thereby facilitate the defign of reducing 
Quebec, which was the grand point in view. But, for cer- 
tain reafons which cannot here be particularly mentioned, 
the forces did not proceed at the weftward, according to the 
original plan. Which, in part, occafioned the fubfequent 
mifcarriage of the expedition up- the river: I fay in part; 
for there were other caufes concurring ; particularly ficknefs 
amongtt the troops there, and, pofiibly, want of fufficient ex- 
perience'in the officers,for fuch an undertaking ; to the fuccefs’ 
whereof, bravery was not the only thing neceflary. 

O€ober 6th, Sir William fummoned the French gover- 
nor, count Frontenac, to furrender ; from whom he received 
the following anfwer, ‘* That Sir William Phips, and thofe 
*¢ with him, were traitors to their King,* and had taken up 
s¢ with that Ufurper the Prince of OraAnNGg, and had 
“6 made a revolution, which if it had not been made, N. Eng-- 
© Jand and the French would have been ALL ONE ; and that 
“ no other anfwer was to be expected from him, but what 
“+ fhoukt be from the mouth of his cannon.” [Magnal.] The 
winds continued fo high and boifterous, that it was imp; acti-" 
cable for the army to land before the 8th, when all the ef- 
fective men, being about. 1400, were landed under the com- 
mand of lieut. general Walley, about 5 miles below the city, 
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on the north fide of the river. They had that day fome fire 
mithes with the enemy; a few being killed on both fides.’ 
They advanced fome way towards the city ; but the cold 
was now fo fevere, that the feet and hands of many were fro~ 
zen; and others wee taken fick with the Small-Pox. Be- 
fides : the enemy having feafonaily learnt, a confiderable 
time before, that they were in no danger of having any dif- 
turbance towards Montreal), our army that way bieiy re- 
turned, drew all their ftrength from thofe parts; revular 
troops, Canadians and Indians ; and in fhort made themfe!ves 
much fuperior in the field. Thefe were fufticient reafons 
for not advancing farther towards the city, is order to 
affawit, or befiege it ; and the troops were foon re-imbarked. 
Sir William, however, in the mean time, had brought fome 
of tie thips up to bombard the city ; and had his own fiip (hes 
thro’ in near yoo places. A French writer, BaronLaHonton, 
then atQuebes, makes himfelf very merry with this bombard- 
ment ; telling his :cader, that hereby the place fuffered da- 
mage to the amount ot aboui 5 or 6 piftoles. ” He is alio 
very fevere on the conduct of Sir William. He fays, ‘* he 
could not have dane les han he did, if the French had hired 
hin to ftand (ill with his hands in his pockets.”- This is 
doubil-(s an injurious ieflection on him. For confidering 
the bad weather, the-cold, the ficknefs, the (mallnefs of bis 
force, the failing of the intended diverfion at the weftward, 
and the confcquent ftrength af the enemy at. Quebec, it 
was hardly pofiile to have done more than he did ; tho’ that 
was indeed but very little to the purpofe. 

Ir was Sir William’s defign, notwithflanding thefe dif- 
ccuragements, afterwards to have landed the troops in the 
face «* the city, under cover of his cannon, and to have taken 
it by itorm ; the troops, as well as himfelf, being ftill full 
of fpirit and refolution. But foon after. ‘* a violent ftorm 
** arofe that feperated the fleet, and the fnow and the cold 
** became fo extreme, that they could not continue in thofe 
« quarters any longer.” And it was probably well for them, 
all circumftances being confidered, that they did not attempt 
to put ‘this latter defign int execution; the enemy being 
at lealt 3 or 4,000, and perhaps 5 or 6,000 ftrong. 

. To fay that the fame number of veteran troops, under an 
e«perienced commander, and other regularly bred officers, 
could pot have done more under the fame circumftances, is 
smnuch more than I prefume to do. But yet it can hardly be 
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fuppofed poffible, even for fuch to have reduced the city, ue 
der all thofe difadvantageous circumftances. ; 

. Tus ended this expedition, with the lofs of abovt 1000 
men in the whole, and feveral tranfports in their return 
fromQuehec: An expedition,certainly ill-timed,being undere: 
taken fo late in the year. And hereby was incurred an heavy: 
charge to this government; which gave rife to the firkt 
emiffion © % paper currency among us; a moft pernicious 
{cheine, the bad effeéts of which we have not got over ta 
this day ; the fortunes of many, and perhaps the morals of 
more, having been ruined by it. 

HowkveR, we ought, to fpeak with honor of Sir 
Willism Fiips. Tho’ neither his education, nor his:ex~ 
perience afterwards, and poffibly not his genius, qualified 
him either for the profoundeft policy, or for:a great military 
cwamand, he was a brave, honeft man, of an enterprifin 
turn, a iover of his country, and zealous for its honor an 
fervice ; qualities which certainly make his character and 
memory refpectable. And here,: at the clofe of this brief 
account of his unfortunate expedition, it will not be amifs 
to: fpeak of one circumftance to his honor, told in the 
Lives of the Admirals before mentioned, tho’ relating to 
quite another Affair. Sir William, then only captain 
Phips, had, by the interceffion of Chriftopher Duke of 
Albermarle, obtained a fhip of King Charles II. in order 
to fith on arich Spanifh wreck on the coaft of Hifpaniola. 
He went, and returned without making the defir’d difco-- 
very; a confiderable proportion of the profits arifing from 
which, was to have gone into the King’s coffers, for the 
expence he had been at in fitting out the fhip. Captain 
Phips being again fitted out by private adventurers on the 

fame defign, made the difcovery ; and returned to England 

with £. 300,000 Sterl. in filver, ¢* On his arrival, there 

wanted not fome, who would have perfuaded the King to 

feize his fhip and ca:go, under the pretence that captain 

Phips had not given an exact information, when he ap- 

plied for licence, and the royal affiftance : but his Majefty 

generoufly anfwered, that he knew the captain to be an. 

honeft man, and aman of honour; and that if he had 

brought home twice as much treafure, his proprietors fhould 

divide it. His Majefty farther expreffe! ‘iis fatisfaction by 

knighting him.” Lives of 30. Admirals, Vol. 2. pe 376 
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-‘Tre other former, and much creater expedition againft 
Quebec and Canada, was in the se), of Queen Ann, 
twenty one years after the above mentioned, viz. A. D. 1711. 
The late Lord Vifcount Bolinbroke, then only Mr. St. John, 
fecretary of ftate to the Queen, appears to have had the 
chief hand in plaoning and direéting this expedition, There 
were fent from England either 11 or 12 line of battle fhips, 
(for accounts differ )} 1 trigate, 2 bombs with their tender, 
and 32 tranfports with feveral regiments, making in all 
upwards of 5000 men; as alfo 8 tranfporis and tenders be- 
Jonging to the train of artillery. Sir Hovenden Walker was 
the admiral of the fleet, and general Hill commander in 
chief of the Britith troops. It feerns they were delayed fome 
time in the channel of England by contrary winds; at 
which Mr. fecretary St. John, in his letters then written 
to the admiral, expreffes the greateft concern and uneafi- 
mefs. After being put back feveral times, from ‘the 28th 
of Aprilto the 5th of May, the fleet at length proceeded from 
Plymouth, and continuing its voyage, arrived at Bofton 
June 24th, without any material difafter; wher the troops 
were debarked, and encamped for fome time on Noddle’s 
ifand. ‘To thefe were joined two regiments from the 
Maffachufetts-Bay, Rhode-Ifland and New-Hamphhire ; all 
which were deftin’d againft Quebec and Canada, by the 
way of St. Lawrence, 

GENERAL Nicholfon was at the fame time to take under 
his command a body of militia from Connecticut, New- 
York and the Jerfies, toge:her with the Indians of the 
five, alias fix nations, which we commonly, tho’ not quite 
properly, blend all together under the general name of 
Mohawks. ‘This army under the laft mentioned general, 
was to proceed by the way of Lake Champlain, in order 
to attack Montreal, or at Jeaft to make a diverfion in thofe 
parts; and by keeping the enemy at bay there, to forward 
the redu@tion of Quebec by the fleet and principal army. 
With this view they proceeded from Albany towards the 
Jake ; tho’ not till the 2cth of Auguft. Of what number 
this army confilted, { have either never exatly Jearnt, or 
have forgotten ; probably about 3000 including Indians. 
This army we now leave in its progrefs towards the lake, 
and return to the other army and the fleet. 

Ir is faid by fome, that thefe were delayed at Bofton a 
Jong time for want of neceflary provifions, fome feamen, &c. 

and 
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and this thro’ the negligence, or rather the mercenary and 
wicked defigns of certain perfons here, whofe bufinefs it 
was to forward them with all poffible expedition. The 
admiral and general, to be fure, were loud in their com+ 
plaints, not againft particular perfons only, but the govern- 
ment in general. For the former, in one of his letters to 
governor Dudley, then in the chair, expreffes himfe!f ia 
the following terms: ‘I concur, fays he, with the opinion 
of all the fea and land officers: here, that the government of 
this colony have prejudiced the prefent expedition, inftuad 
of affifting it.” And fuch reprefentations were fent home, 
of this matter, as left, for fume time, impreffions on the 
minds of many perfons there, much to the prejudice and 
difadvantage of this government. As to the negligence, il 
defigns, or ill conduct of fome particular perfons ; thus far 
the accufation might poffibly be juft; which, however, f 
do not affert. But the imputation, as it refpected the go 
vernment, and people in general, was doubtlefs a very 
unworthy one, to fay nothing worfe of it. No government 
could well be more zealous in promoting any expedition 5 
all the people in general had the fuccefs of it greatly at 
heart : and it may be added, that as much was done by the 
government to promote it, as could well be done, confidering 
their circumftances, and that they had little or no previous 
warning to make the needful preparations. A great genius, 
Jer. Dummer, Efq; while agent for this province at the 
court of London, in his excellent defence of or charter, 
Jong fince did the government and province juftice; and 
wiped off thefe foul and bafe afperfions, by fetting this 
matter in a true and clear light. 

Burt to whatever caufe or caufes, the delay of the fleet 
and army at Bofton was owing, the fact is, that they did not 
proceed from hence on the expedition till July the 3oth; 
much too late for fuch an enterprife, at fuch a diftance, 
thro’ fuch a navigation, and in fuch a country as Canada. . 
The fleet, when it took its departure from hence for. the 
river, confifted of about 68 or 70 fail, having on board 
6,463 troops, including the provincials. Being got into 
the gulph of St. Lawrence, and: having taken a French prize, 
the people of which gave the moft difcouraging and formi- 
dable accounts poffible, the admiral in his journal writes 
thus, Auguft rs5th ; from whence it will appear, not only 
how much he was deceived in fome refpeéts, but how much 
he was difconcerted by that means. .** Having informed 

myfelf 
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myfelf by all means poffible, fays he, of the nature of 
Canada river, both from the French and Erolith, I ftill 
ere there were more difficulies to furmount than could 
ave been imagined; for the mafter of the French prize, 

who had made forty voyages, 2° !\« ‘ol me, in that river, 
out and home, affured me no thi, 2ver winter’d there, but 
hazarded every thing, rathey than lec the froft overtake 
them. That between the mouth of the river and Quebec, 
being about 130 leagues, there was neither road, bay, or bar- 
our, where fhips could be in tolerable fecurity ; that he never 
found ground, tho’ he tiied with a line of 400 fathom ; that 
the fhoar was fteep too all along, being exceeds) sigh 
and mountainous, and in moft places you fhould have 100 
fathom within a cable's length of the fhoar; in fome parts as 
deep water, and the thips fides touching the rocks, That 
it has been i:npoffible for any perfon—to know the cur- 
rents—; that /..5 and /forms were fo frequent, as they 
might well be efteem’d continual,” &c. &c. But thefe things 
T leave without pretending to determine, whether this ad- 
miral were then the more eafy believer, or the Frenchman 
the greater L—r. 
On the 18th of Aueuft the fleet was not far from the 

mouth of the river; but the wind blowing hard againft 
them, as the admiral fays, he put into the bay of Gafpee, 
te the fouthward. ‘There they were detain’d till the 20th, 
when they made fail for the river. The night of the 23d, 
being thick and dark, and the advice of the Englith pilots, 
as they declar’d, not being follow’d by the admiral, prov’d 
fatal to part of the fleet, and put an end to this expedition, 
Being enter’d the river as far as. the egg-iflands on the nor- 
thern fhoar, eight tranfports were there caft away, and 
near 1000 people perifhed; amongft whom, however, there 
were none of the New-England troops. About ten days 
after, the fleet put into Spanifh river in the ifland of Cape- 
Breton. After confulting there fome time, what was to be 
done, particularly whether any thing fhould be attempted 
againft the enemy at Placentia on Newfoundland, it was at 
length determined in a council both of land and fea officers, 
that it was impracticable to do any thing ; except to return 
direétly to England, after giving general Nicholfon, whom 
we left in his progrefs towards Montreal. advice of the 
difatter which had betallen them: For his =w going for- 
ward could anfwer no valuable end. “The icet accordingly 
took its departure from Spanifh river Sept. 16, Ina fhort 
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paffage they were in foundings near the Britith channel’; 
and O&. 16. the admiral’s fhip then lying at anchor at 
Spithead, was blown up, with moft of his papers, and many 
people on boatd, the admiral himfelf being on fhore. No 
difcovery was ever made, by what means this happened. 
Some have thought ‘it was not an accidental thing, but 
done with defign, as being the moft expeditious and fafeft 
way of fettling the voyage. However this fuggeftion feems 
hardly credible. 

THvus ended the fecond, grand expedition againft Cana- 
da; that of admiral Kirk mentioned above, not being here 
reckoned as one. ‘¢ The charge incurred by the province 
of the Maffachufetts-Bay was fomething more than £ 24,000 
fterling, allowed by parliament.” Doug. Summ. 
THERE were three circumftances efpecially, attendin 

this expedition, either of which might probably have prove 
fatal to the fuccefs of it without the other two. In the firft 
place, it was much too late in the year before the fleet 
failed from England. In the next, feafonable notice had 
not been given here, to make preparation for its arrival, 
and for that part which the colonies were to bear in the 
enterprize. Ard Jaftly, there was want of a number of 
throughly and fufficiently experienced pilots for the river; 
‘at leaft, of fuch as the admiral, who was doubtlefs a gentle- 
man of very yood fenfe and accomplifhments, could place 
full confidence in, and rely upon; which feems to have 
entirely difconcerted him. Some have hinted at deep, dark 
and treacherous defigns, relative to this expedition. Nor 
is it ftrange that there fhould have been fome fufpicions of 
this fort, confidering who were then at the helm, and how 
fome other matters were carried on about that time. But 
that there was really any treachery in the cafe, is by no 
means clear, or certain; and perhaps, upon laying all’ 
things together, very improbable. However, it is quite 
beyond the defign of this appendix, to make any fort of 
inquiry into that matter ; which, to be fure, would be of no 
advantage to thofe, whofe gratification was propofed hereby. 

As the account of thefe two expeditions was introduced 
with the mention of one which preceeded them, when both 
Canada and New- England were in their infant flate; it 
may be follow’d with the mention of another, which was 
planned fince thefe ; but without being carried into execu- 
‘tion, or fo much as attempted, except fo far as the pei | 
of troops here for that end. This was during the la 
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er, viz. in 19748." "Phe "orders ” from Great Britain: for 
making thefe levies, were dated in April that year. Many 
troops were raifed in the colonies om fo important an 
occafion ; fome of which were rendezvous'’d at Saratoga 
above Albany. But at length, to our great furprize and 
mortification, in Oétober of the following year, orders were 
received here for difbanding the troops. Why this defign 
was not then profecuted, there are others that know better 
than the author of thefe few pages. 

Bur be thankful, my countrymen and fellow-fubjedts, 
that what all who have well underftood, and/heartily defired, 
the true ‘intereft of Britith America, ever efteemed the 
grand, eflential point, is now gained. QUEBEC, after 
repeated ftruggles and efforts, is at length reduced : QUE- 
BEC, [ had almoft called it that Pandora's box, from whence 
unnumber’d plagues have iffued for more than an hundred 
years, to diltrefs, to enfeeble, to lay wafte, thefe northern 
colonies ; and which might, perhaps, in the end have proved 
fatal tothem! An acquifition, the confequence of which, 
if maintained, muft prove, not only the utter ruin of the 
‘rench power and intereft in America ; but in time, accord- 

ing to the natural courfe. of things, the exalting of thefe 
Kittle provinces and colonies, as. it were into as many king- 
doms ; and confequently, the raifing of the Britith empire 
in Europe, on which they will continue dependent, to an 
height and dignity amongft the nations, which it never 
knew before. However, altho’ this is not a fermon, it may 
be juft added -here, that under the government and pro- 
vidence of God, all this will depend, in fome meature, on 
our own wifdom, virtue and piety : For even our profperity, 
without thefe qualities, may prove our ruin. A pagan faid 
wifely, whether juftly or not, as applied to ancient Rome, 

*‘ Diis te.minorem quod geris, imperas : 
** Hine omne principium, huc refer exitum” ! 

Which being put into a more chriftian ftile, in plain profe, 
umay be exprefled thus : You are exalted above other nations, 
becaufe you are virtuous, and walk humbly with your God: 
From hence deduce the origin of your power, its increafe 
and grandeur; and to the contrary afcribe its fall !—Or 
you may take the fum of it in the words of a certain wife 
King, who flourifhed in the days of old: “ Righteoufnefs 
-exalteth a nation, but fin is a reproach to any people.” 

To-conclude: However unfortunate the former expedi- 
. ‘tions againft Canada were, inthe reigns of K. William and 
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Q. Ann, efpeciglly the latter, wherein’ the fleet met with 
fuch difficulties and difafters ; the laft of all has been at- 
tended with fuch profperity, as will glorioufly diftinguith the 
reign of K. GEORGE II. Inthe fuccefs of whofe fleets 
and arms the clements feem now to intereft themfelves, for 
bringing down the pride of France.
